	do we understand your tender documentation correctly and the size of “5U (compatible with a 19-inch rack)” is a mandatory requirement? Our system provides specs better than the required ones but at 35U (19” rack) height and will not be taken into consideration? Could you please comment on why this specification was set (as mandatory)?
	Yes, it is true, the required maximum size is a mandatory condition and the contracting authority insists on it.
The requirement for the maximum size of the QKD system, i.e. that it must not be physically larger than 5U and that it must fit into a 19" rack, is based on the contracting authority´s experience with deploying QKD systems in its nodes, as well as on the space and operational constraints of the contracting authority. It would not be feasible to install the QKD system properly given the contracting authority´s capabilities and objectives. In addition, a solution with greater space requirements would significantly complicate the possibility for the contracting authority to move the QKD system for deployment on other lines, which is envisaged for the future.

At the same time, based on market research, the contracting authority has information that there are multiple QKD solutions that meet the customer's requirements at sizes not larger than 5U (19" rack).
